 Proof of residency will be required when a new membership application is received.  Examples of proof of 

residency are utility bills, current insurance card (showing address), current credit card bill, and a cell phone bill.  

A driver’s license can be used; however, it must have been renewed within 6 months. 

 Resident is defined as a person who lives or owns a residence within the city borders of North Olmsted. 

 Couple is defined as two people who live at the same address and are both between the ages of 18-54 yrs. old.  

 Family is defined as 1 adult (ages 18-54) and up to 4 children (ages 3-17) or 2 adults (ages 18-54) and up to 3 

children (ages 3-17) family members living at the same address.  

 Senior Couple is defined as two people who live at the same address and are both 55 years or older.
